  The Detroit shelter’ s vet tec h, Pa tric e Reed, a lso runs its 
resc ue opera tion and  posted  Bowtie’s photo on 
Petfinder.c om, where  REGAP volunteer Kristen Beldon 
d isc overed  him. Kristine, sp rung Bowtie from the shelter the 
next day.  Beldon a lso fostered  Bowtie. She reported  tha t 
he’s a  rea l momma’s boy and  gets a long with everyone – 
women, men and  kids of a ll ages. Bowtie p lays with kids, 
likes to lean, and  is c a t-sa fe. His future is b right!  
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REGAP’s emergency lost and found pager provides a wonderful 
service to all adopters. We all need to be careful and vigilant to 
prevent our dogs from getting loose. But the pager is there for you. 
 

IMPORTANT REMINDER: Call the pager before you start looking! 
We’ve had numerous occasions when the person who has found a dog 
has called before the owner who has lost the dog. It’s a good idea to 
program the pager number into your cell phone. When you realize your 
dog is out, call the pager first, then start looking. This will save time and 
effort. If someone doesn’t call you back in a few minutes, please try the 
pager again. Sometimes the page does not go through the first time. 
 

UPDATE OUR DATABASE:  The chances of finding you when 
someone has found your dog are only as good as the information in our 
database. Help us update our records and let us know if you change or 
add phone numbers or move. Numerous times, REGAP has called a 
number on the database, only to discover that it’s no longer valid.   
Please be aware that your address and phone number will NEVER be 
shared with anyone outside of REGAP.Send updated information to 
Linda at linda.williams@eds.com.

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In early July REGAP©s adoption team got an emergency call from 
Airport Veterinary Hospital in Waterford for help with Igor, an injured 3-
year old, lovely dark brown Lurcher - part greyhound, part coonhound: 
 

The Case: A man brought Igor to the vet after running over the dog's foot 
with his truck. He said that he if the hospital didn't take Igor, he would “shoot 
it in the head and kill it.”  The vet then contacted MI REGAP for help.  
The owner was allegedly using Igor for breeding and competing in 
Michigan's underground dog-racing circuit where Lurchers are used. It's 
possible that Igor was injured during “training,” often done by tying dogs to 
moving vehicles and forcing them to run alongside. REGAP has received 
similar reports from eyewitnesses in Oakland, Lapeer and Genesee counties. 
 

Treatment:  Dr. Joseph Frank of the MSU Veterinary Clinic has treated Igor. 
While amputation remains a possibility, the clinic is attempting to regenerate 
the skin around the wound while also stabilizing the ankle with pins and 
screws.   Igor’s New Home!  MSU veterinary student Lisa Ciucci fell in love 
with Igor and decided to adopt him regardless of the final outcome. Ciucci 
took Igor home, which amounts to a substantial savings for REGAP since he 
isn't housed overnight at the clinic.  However, the bill for Igor's treatment is 
still sizable, Every cent counts to help Igor and other cases like his that 
REGAP compassionately accepts. Helping REGAP might be a great 
project for a classroom or scouting troop! REGAP has photos and flyers to 
help publicize any effort toward raising funds for Igor.

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� � � �� 	 �   (By Linda Williams ) “Willy Wanna Win went to his foster home in June 2005.  Terrified of people after his track life, "Chip" wouldn't come 
near anyone.  He even wedged himself between an antique claw-foot tub and the wall, and couldn©t get out!  The tub had to be 
removed to free Chip.  But slowly Chip warmed to his foster family.  I was captivated by his golden eyes, lustrous black fur, and 
quirky ears - one stood straight up, the other folded over. We adopted him in October & for the first 4 days, we saw only his eyes  
& ears over the tops of the tables he strategically kept between himself and us. We named him Seamus (Irish name, "Shamus.")   
 

We allowed Seamus to come to us, all on his own terms, when he was ready. The key to Seamus coming out of his shell was  
Maude, our Bullmastiff.  She was a calm, low-key, & friendly. Seamus followed Maude around learning the ropes of the house,  
watching her every move.  When she stopped near us for petting, he was right behind her.  We began sitting on an ottoman in  
the middle of the living room to pet Maude.  This allowed Seamus to come close & tentatively sniff us.  Over 2 weeks, he would  
just stand near us.  Then we began to gently extend our hands, then move them back to our sides.  Nothing too abrupt. One  
day  he came up to me on the ottoman, and stuck his neck out for a scratch.  And he liked it!   Today, his favorite place is on the   
sofa between me & my husband.  It©s very gratifying to watch him relax, sleep with us, ask for pets, and going for his daily run.   
Seamus still shies away from visitors, but no longer runs upstairs when they arrive & repeat visitors can sit & pet him!  Over time,  
we have come to understand that he has special concerns and fears and protect him from what makes him uncomfortable.    
                  Seeing a shy greyhound gain confidence is immensely rewarding.  We love our shy guy!”
